August 1st meeting

The 15 August meeting had a "when I grow up" theme. Ronnie opened with a review of the club's goals for the year and she encouraged members to work together and individually towards meeting them.  Nancy was Toastmaster of the Day.  She welcomed members and guests and invited Jokemaster and Wordmaster Patty to the podium. Patty told a joke that made our heads spin. Her word for the day was luxuriate. The meeting agenda was reordered slightly, and Pat presented his icebreaker speech, entitled "Why Icebreaker is the Wrong Name." Pat said that his first speech was more of a warm up than an icebreaker, since there wasn't any ice to be broken.  We learned a lot about Pat, his family, and a generous uncle who helped finance his education.  After Pat's speech, Kim presented Table Topics. Her questions were stimulating and made us think.  Next, Nancy asked Kim to give her speech, entitled "Swim Challenge--My First Swim Experience." We really enjoyed hearing about Kim's first competitive swimming race. Beth was Kim's evaluator. Ronnie evaluated Pat and was also general evaluator. On Nancy's request, Kim announced that Patty had won for Table Topics.  Next came reports from the Wordmaster, Ah counter and timer. Nancy thanked guests Lisa and Diane for coming, and each said they had enjoyed the meeting. The meeting adjourned, and was followed by a brief executive committee meeting. 

Meeting Protocol:  Our participation in Toastmasters can teach us a lot, and not just about public speaking.  Meetings provide an opportunity to learn and practice the conventions and courtesies, known as rules of order, that help to keep a meeting running smoothly.  For example, the podium should not be left vacant while the meeting is underway. The current speaker indicates that she or he is finished, and may invite the next speaker to come up. The current speaker waits for the next speaker to reach the podium and usually the two shake hands. Then the first speaker is seated, the new speaker greets the audience, and the meeting continues. 

The speaker "has the floor," as it is said. Cross talk between members of the audience should be kept to a bare minimum, especially at a small meeting. The speaker may invite members of the audience to respond or speak, but members refrain from speaking unless the speaker has asked them to. These rules reduce

confusion and low us to hold the most efficient and  productive meeting possible in the least amount of time.  Before the meeting starts, during breaks, and when the formal meeting is adjourned,  we can chat and gab, ask questions, exchange news, and engage in regular informal conversation.  Let's get everything we can from our time and our investment in Toastmasters by learning and observing basic rules of order at meetings. 

Dues are Due: It's time to pay  dues. Bring a check for $25.50 (or $51.00 for a full year--see below) made out to BNL Toastmasters to the next meeting or mail to Claire Heil, P.O. Box 431, Ridge, NY,  11961. Toastmasters International (TMI) requires dues payment in six month increments, and timely submission of dues payment twice each year is one of the goals the club sets for itself.  In support of that goal, and to relieve the Treasurer of the burden of complete dues collection twice each year, (and because it may in fact be more convenient for members), we will experiment with accepting membership dues payment annually, at $51.00 instead of twice a year at $25.50.  Note that refunds will not be possible except under unusual circumstances.
