Amy offered a joke about a special way to save money. Beth gave us a word and also presented table topics. Her questions were about large amounts of money, and what we might do with it. We had fun exercising our imaginations. 

In the speech portion of the meeting, Amy went first. Her speech was entitled "Roll Your Own" and was a demonstration speech from the Speaking to Inform manual. She showed the techniques of making sushi rolls with shrimp, avocado, scallion, Japanese pickle and cucumber.
