Most of the Brookhaven
National Laboratories permanent full- and part-time
employees* are eligible to participate in this Public Service
Grant tuition reduction program for undergraduate and
graduate study at Dowling College. In addition, spouses
and dependent children are eligible for a one-time only
entry grant equal to 25% of
their first 12 undergraduate
and first 6 graduate credits
at Dowling College.

which they are eligible. Students may enroll in any one of
Dowling's undergraduate degree programs and the Master
of Arts in Liberal Studies, Master of Science in Integrated
Mathematics and Science Education, Master of Business
Administration and the Master of Science in education
(exclusive of any fixed-rate programs).
