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BNL has formed a new Computational
Science Center, effective October 1,

to expand its computing capabilities in
numerous areas of science, including
computational biology, physics, applied
mathematics, and nanoscience. With a
staff of 15 and a $2 million annual bud-
get funded by DOE’s Office of Advanced
Scientific Computing Research and BNL’s
development funds, the new center will
replace the Lab’s five-year-old Center for
Data Intensive Computing (CDIC) and
incorporate staff of the Lab’s Scientific
Computing Services group.

 James Davenport, who had been As-
sociate Director of CDIC, has been
named the Director of the new center.
James Glimm, Distinguished Professor of
Applied Mathematics & Statistics at

Visiting the Lab on Tuesday, Octo-
ber 26, were Kevin Cook, Majority

Clerk of the Energy & Water Develop-
ment Appropriations Subcommittee
(EWDAS) and Dixon Butler, EWDAS
Minority Professional Staff Member.
Welcomed by BNL Director Praveen
Chaudhari, DOE Brookhaven Site Of-
fice Manager Michael Holland,
Deputy BNL Director for Operations
Michael Bebon, and Assistant Lab Di-
rector for Community, Education,
Government & Public Affairs Marge
Lynch, the visitors, with Jack Bagley
of Battelle’s Washington Office,
toured selected facilities to see more
of BNL’s research capabilities and
learn about site infrastructure.

At the National Synchrotron Light
Source (NSLS), which draws annually
more than 2,500 researchers from the
U.S. and overseas to join Lab scien-
tists in studying physics, chemistry,
materials science, biochemistry, geo-
physics, and medicine, Associate
Laboratory Director for Light Sources
and NSLS Chair Steven Dierker gave
an overview of the facility and plans
for its upgrade as well as for the pro-
posed NSLS II. Doon Gibbs, Associate
Laboratory Director for Basic Energy
Sciences, and Robert Hwang, Director
of the Center for Functional Nano-
materials, discussed BNL’s thriving
nanoscience program.

The STAR detector at BNL’s Rela-
tivistic Heavy Ion Collider (RHIC) pro-
vided another stop on the agenda.
Derek Lowenstein, Collider-Accelera-
tor Department Chair, and STAR
spokesperson Timothy Hallman of

Brookhaven, such as our premiere phys-
ics facility — the Relativistic Heavy Ion
Collider (RHIC) — require sophisticated
computing power. At the same time, the
computing needs of biologists are grow-
ing rapidly. Also, sophisticated comput-
ing capabilities will be important for re-
searchers working at BNL’s Center for
Functional Nanomaterials when it opens
in 2007.”

BNL already has an annual invest-
ment of approximately $20 million in
data storage and distribution, as well as
computational analysis for experiments
at RHIC and the ATLAS detector at the
Large Hadron Collider at CERN, the Eu-
ropean laboratory for particle physics.

Computational analysis of large bio-
logical databases, computer-modeling of

protein folding,
determining pro-
tein structure,
and understand-
ing interactions
of proteins with
each other re-
quire extremely
powerful com-
puters because of
the large quanti-
ties of data in-
volved in these
investigations.
Computers have
become central
to discovering
the mechanisms
underlying com-
plex biological
systems and in-
teractions. In

computational biology, scientists use
computers to create interactive models
of the systems they study.

The Lab is on track to acquire two mas-
sively parallel computers for nuclear and
high energy physics, which will be in op-
eration next year. Known as QCDOC,

the Physics Department described the
RHIC facility and explained some of
the physics being explored there. At
RHIC, more than 1,000 researchers are
working on four experimental teams
to recreate and analyze conditions be-
lieved to have occurred during the
earliest stages of the universe.

On a tour to look at site infrastruc-
ture, Bebon showed the visitors the
recent improvements to the Materi-
als Sciences Department in Building
480 and talked about near- and long-
term plans being made for the needs
of various areas of the Lab.

Lowenstein, with Betsy Sutherland
of the Biology Department, outlined
the National Aeronautics & Space Ad-
ministration (NASA) and BNL re-
search on the possible risks to humans
exposed to space radiation. These
studies, which use proton and ion
beams that simulate the cosmic rays
found in space, are done at the NASA
Space Radiation Laboratory, known as
the NSRL, operational at BNL since
July 2003.

Another high-profile BNL initia-
tive, medical imaging, was the fo-
cus of a stop at the Positron Emis-
sion Tomography (PET) facility.
There, Helene Benveniste, Associate
Laboratory Director for Life Sci-
ences, and PET Program Director
Joanna Fowler, Chemistry Depart-
ment, described the Lab’s pioneering
work in probing the brain chemistry
of addiction, mental illness, and
aging, and other recent work to find
effective treatments and on imaging
awake animals.           — Liz Seubert

Stony Brook University, who served as
CDIC Director, will oversee the applied
mathematics program within the new
center.

“As computers have become more
powerful, they have become indispens-
able to the conduct of science,” Daven-
port said. “All of the big machines at

Multiple sclerosis (MS), a disease of
the central nervous system that

strikes young to middle age adults, strikes
twice as many women as men. The pri-
mary target of the disease is myelin — the
fatty substance that insulates nerve axons
and serves to improve nerve-conduction

properties. MS’s hallmark is the focal lesion
which can be easily visualized using mag-
netic resonance imaging (MRI), an impor-
tant medical-diagnostic technique. MRI,
an extremely powerful research instru-
ment, uses strong magnets and radio-
frequency fields non-invasively to create

pictures of body tissues with ex-
cellent contrast and resolution.

Lab researchers have par-
ticular interest in MS. In fact,
much of the research con-
ducted at BNL’s 4-Tesla MRI
facility applies physical chemi-
cal methods to study how the
brain changes during life and
to better understand the ef-
fects of disease.

To learn how BNL’s research
has focused on measurements
that capture aspects of the MS
disease, join Chemist William
Rooney, Chemistry Depart-
ment, on Wednesday, Novem-
ber 17, at 4 p.m. in Berkner
Hall, where he will present the
398th Brookhaven Lecture,
“Quantitative MRI Studies of
Water in the Brain: Insights
Into Multiple Sclerosis.”

Rooney will be introduced by
Senior Chemist Joanna Fowler.

As Rooney will describe in his

talk, the goal of BNL’s work is to gain a
better understanding of the fundamen-
tal physiological properties associated
with MS. Findings will guide the devel-
opment of more sensitive and specific
imaging measures. Rooney and his col-
leagues are also interested in modeling
dynamic processes including water ex-
change between various tissue compart-
ments and how contrast agents move be-
tween blood and brain spaces.

“Improved imaging methods can have
an important impact in understanding the
fundamental pathophysiology of disease
and also in developing surrogate markers
of disease that can be used to assess new
therapies,” says Rooney.

Rooney received his Ph.D. in Chemis-
try from Stony Brook University in 1990
and joined the BNL Chemistry Department
in 1997. He was also a National Institutes
of Health National Research Service Award
Postdoctoral Fellow at the University of
California, San Francisco.

for quantum chromodynamics
on a chip, they will share a simi-
lar architecture with IBM’s Blue
Gene/L, the world’s faster com-
puter. These computers, designed
by a team from Columbia Uni-
versity, IBM, and the RIKEN BNL
Research Center, contain more
than 10,000 IBM processors, each
with its own memory and an ex-
tremely fast interprocessor com-
munication network. Each pro-
cessor is connected by 24 wires
to its neighbors — the equivalent
of a 24-lane superhighway for
data sharing. These computers
will be used by physicists for cal-
culations in quantum chromody-
namics — the physics theory that
describes the interactions of sub-
atomic particles called quarks and
gluons — 75 percent of the time,
while researchers pursuing other
scientific projects will be able to
use them the remaining 25 per-
cent of the time.

 James Davenport earned
bachelor’s and master’s degrees in

electrical engineering from
Brown University in 1967, and
from Princeton University in
1968, respectively. He received a
Ph.D. in physics from the Univer-
sity of Pennsylvania in 1976.

From 1968 to 1971, Daven-
port was a member of the tech-
nical staff of RCA Laboratories in
Princeton, New Jersey. He served
as a postdoctoral fellow at the
University of Pennsylvania from
1976 to 1977 and worked as a re-
searcher the following year at the
Institute of Theoretical Physics,
Chalmers University, Gothen-
berg, Sweden. After joining BNL
in 1978 as an assistant physicist,
he rose to become Condensed
Matter Theory Group Leader in
1986, Associate Chair of the Phys-
ics Department in 1993, Chair of
the Applied Science Department
from 1994 to 2000, and Associ-
ate Director for CDIC in 2000.
Davenport is a Fellow of the
American Physical Society.

Medical, Dental Open Enrollment
Until November 12, eligible employees working 20 or more hours per week

may make changes to their medical and dental coverages: employees may
join a medical and/or dental program, change from one program to another,
add or drop coverage for family members, or drop coverage entirely. Also
until November 12, retirees and participants on long-term disability or CO-
BRA may make changes to their medical and/or dental coverage.

Coverage changes made during the open-enrollment period will be-
come effective January 1, 2005. Changes can only be made during the
annual open-enrollment period or when what is called a qualifying event
occurs. Qualifying events include: the birth or adoption of a child; marriage,
divorce or legal separation; loss of dependent status; or a spouse�s gain or
loss of employment. Qualifying events allow employees to make certain
changes to their coverage if they notify the BSA Benefits Office within 31
days of the event. Employees who do not want to change their coverage at
this time do not have to do anything for their coverage to continue.

Medical Choices: PPO vs. HMOs
BSA offers both  preferred provider organizations (PPOs) and health-

maintenance organizations (HMOs) for medical insurance through CIGNA,
Vytra, Aetna, and HIP. Employees who enroll in any of these plans must
pay a contribution toward the cost of coverage.

In a PPO program, health care is provided through a network of physi-
cians and health-care facilities, but provisions are made so that partici-
pants can obtain such care from providers who are not in that network.
For care provided within the network, there are no claim forms to submit.
For care received outside the network, claim forms much be submitted to
receive partial reimbursement.

In an HMO, participants receive medical services from physicians and at health-

care facilities within the HMO�s provider network. There are no claim forms to
submit, and many services are covered, including physician visits, well-baby
care, surgery, x-rays, hospitalization, diagnostic tests, and prescription drugs.
Some HMOs require a co-payment at the time services are rendered.

Dental Choices
Three dental insurance plans are available to eligible employees: the

CIGNA PPO Dental Plan, the CIGNA Dental Health Plan (DMO), and the
Dental Assistance Plan administered by Eastern Benefit Systems. Em-
ployees who enroll in one of these plans must pay a contribution toward
the cost of coverage.

Under the CIGNA PPO Dental Plan, services are provided through a
network of dentists, but provisions are made so participants can obtain
care from dentists who are not in the network. For in-network care, there
are no claim forms to submit. For out-of-network care, claim forms must
be submitted.

Under the CIGNA Dental Health Plan (DMO), no deductibles, no maxi-
mum benefits, and no claim forms need be submitted. Dental services are
provided through a network of participating dentists. Many preventive and
basic services are covered in full. Reimbursement for restorative and orth-
odontic services is based on a fee schedule.

Under the Dental Assistance Plan administered by Eastern Benefit
Systems, employees may choose any dentist, and reimbursement for pre-
ventive, diagnostic, basic, and major dental services is based on a fee
schedule. Orthodontia for dependent children is covered at 50 percent of
a reasonable and customary charge. Claim forms must be submitted.

Literature on the plans is available, including comparison sheets and
lists of participating physicians, dentists, and health-care facilities, at the
Benefits Office, Bldg. 185.

BNL offers comprehensive health
plans, but not all expenses are covered
in full, such as eyeglasses, physical
exams, deductibles, coinsurance,
and expenses above reasonable and
customary limits. And, although on-
site child care is available at the Lab,
the cost of child care, as well as el-
der care, can quickly add up.

Employees can reduce these
costs by opening Health Care and
Dependent Day Care Reimburse-
ment Accounts. Through salary re-

duction, these accounts set aside
before-tax dollars to pay for out-of-
pocket-health and dependent day
care expenses. Actual costs are
lower because of the tax savings.

Enrollment in these accounts for
2005 began on November 1 and
continues through November 12.
Employees who work at least 20
hours a week may set aside from
$300 to $3,500 in the Health Care
Account and/or $300 to $5,000 in
the Dependent Day Care Account.
