There are changes to the portfolio key, based on changes that DOE has made to the themes and areas within each mission.  The majority of changes have occurred in the National Security and Environmental Quality Missions.  These changes are highlighted for your convenience. 

You may assign more than one key to a single FWP, however, you must then provide a percentage for each assignment.  For example, an FWP may be strongly related to "Exploring Matter and Energy- Complex Systems" (123), and also related (strongly or moderately) to "Fueling the Future - Efficient Energy Use" (143).  Please list both keys with a split to indicate your best judgement of the relationship (50:50, 75:25 etc.). You can assign up to three separate codes to a single FWP.

Last year, we did not give due consideration to the "Extraordinary Tools for Extraordinary Science - Scientific Simulation" (112).  DOE is applying a broad definition to this area.  For example, in "Condensed Matter Physics- Theory" DOE has assigned this general area as strongly related to Scientific Simulation and Complex System.  Please keep this approach in mind as you go through your FWPs.
