Focus Of Chinese Visit;
High Energy Physics

On July 8 and 9, two delegations
from the People’s Republic of China
(PRC) visited Brookhaven. One
group lead by Professor Zhang Wen-
yu, Director of the Institute of High
Energy Physics in Beijing (Peking),
included Chinese members of the US-
PRC Joint Committee on HighEnergy
Physics. The second group, headed
by Mr. Zhao Dong-wan, Vice-Minis-
ter of the State Scientific and Tech-
nological Commission of the PRC,
included administrators and officials
from China.

Formal diplomatic relations were
established between the People’s Re-
public of China and the United
States in January 1979. At that time,
both countries also agreed to cooper-
ate in science and technology.

The collaboration in High Energy
Physics between the two countries
was formally extended for another
year in a ceremonial signing at Fermi-
lab on June 10. There, the US-PRC
Joint Committee met to review the
program and discuss proposed col-
laborative items for the following
year. R. Ronald Rau, BNL Associate
Director, is a member of the commit-
tee.

Since then, the two Chinese dele-
gations have been traveling across
the country, touring high energy re-
search facilities and visiting U.S. at-
tractions such as Yellowstone Park,
San Francisco, New York City and
the Grand Tetons in Wyoming.

The Chinese are planning to build
a new High Energy Physics labora-
tory, including a 50 GeV accelera-
tor (to be finished by 1987), near
Beijing. So a steady flow of scientists
and technicians have come to study
at laboratories and universities in the
U.S.

Brookhaven has already hosted a
succession of Chinese delegations
consisting of accelerator experts who
have come to learn and to ask the ad-
vice of Brookhaven accelerator staff
members with respect to the design of
their 50 GeV proton synchrotron.
Currently there are eleven Chinese
scientists, either working with BNL
groups or university groups, who
are doing experiments at the AGS.
These eleven scientistsare predomi-
nantly interested in learning the basic
techniques of experimental high en-

ergy physics, including the design of
modern particle detectors. This train-
ing will be invaluable when experi-
mentation begins at the new Beijing
accelerator.

Under terms of the extension agreed
on by the Joint Committee, particular
items of collaboration are specific to
BNL. They include work on beam

transport systems, design of the slow
extracted beam system, the accelera-
tion of polarized protons in their
accelerator, and beam extraction.

Lab Director George Vineyard,
hosted a gala reception and dinner
for the visiting PRC delegations,
resident Chinese scientists, and Brook-
haven staff and visitors.

Weekend Tour

Featured for this weekend’s
tour is the Geothermal Materials
Group, which has developed spe-
cial polymer concretes that have
proved useful in geothermal ap-
plications. Geothermal energy
is heat generated by natural proc-
esses beneath the earth’s surface.
It can be used to heat buildings
or produce electric power. In ad-
dition to learning about this al-
ternate energy form, visitors will
see a movie on geothermal wells
and tour several lab facilities
where polymer concretes are
made.

The complete tour of the Lab
also includes a viewing of “Brook-
haven’s Quest,” a guided bus tour
of the site, and a visit to the Ex-
hibit Center.
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Preserving The Record

History is an ancient concept, but it’s new to national laboratories. About five years ago,
people in government and academic circles realized there was much going on in physics that
was being unrecorded or, if recorded, lost to disposal or misfiling. There was no orderly way
to chronicle the development of high-energy physics - there were no central repositories where
laboratories could house letters, calculations, reports and minutes of meetings that helped the
discipline evolve. When a founding father passed on, what would happen to his notes? Per-
haps many things, but nothing that would help the historians plot its path.
In 1977 the American Institute of Physics began surveying documents of potential value
Jrom modern research laboratories, focusing on Lawrence Berkeley, Oak Ridge, Argonne and

BNL.

At BNL

Responding to encouragement
from the American Institute of Phys-
ics, BNL recently organized its own
History Committee to act as the offi-
cial voice in managing the Lab’s his-
torically valuable records.

Up to now, the only assessment of
BNL’s archival needs was made in
1977 by Alan Needell, a young sci-
ence historian with AIP. During his
10-month pilot study Needell began
asking some difficult questions:
From the huge pile of papers, what
should be kept? What should be
thrown out? Who should make these
decisions — and on what bases?

As he plowed through budget rec-
ords, scattered scientific notes and
copies of minutes, the answer to what
became clearer. Who was still a ques-
tion.

In early January Needell returned
to BNL - also with AIP funding and
a Yale PhD in the history of physics -
to finish the project and fine-tune
suggestions for how the Lab might
best manage its historic records.

Since Needell’s work here ends in
December, the History Committee
was established to evaluate the re-
sults and examine the need for further
work. In its charter, the eight-mem-
ber group is charged with “advising,
guiding and assisting” AIP research-
ers in “identifying evaluating, orga-
nizing and processing” records and
histories of the Physics and Accelera-
tor departments and the Graphite
Reactor. “If new records procedures
prove valuable,” the charge notes,
“they may be extended throughout
the Laboratory.”

Committee members were ap-
pointed to two-year terms in April by
Lab Director George Vineyard. All
have been active in development of
BNL’s experimental- physics pro-
grams, or have an interest in Lab
history. The Committee includes
John Binnington, chairman, and for-
mer head of the Technical Library;
R.C. Anderson, assistant director;
John Blewett, senior physicist emeri-
tus; V.P. Bond, associate director;
R.W. Powell, former Reactor Divi-
ion head; N.P. Samios, Physics De-
partment chairman; L.W. Smith,
Accelerator Department deputy
chairman, W.S. Webster, manager,
Staff Services Division.

At Other Labs

Following their own initiative or
AIP’s, other national labs have re-
cently begun history projects.

LBL

LBL responded quickly to the AIP
impetus and hired its own archivist,
Vicki Davis, in 1978. A year later the
Lab organized a history committee
to advise Davis on records manage-
ment. “Most Committee members
are scientists from different divisions,”
Davis says, “and each is an expert in
a different field, so when I have ques-

tions about appraising a particular
document, I’ll call whoever on the
Committee works in that area. . .”

Document appraisal is a large part
of her job, since LBL is the oldest lab,
rich in history, but poor in storage
space.

“We’re very crowded here,” she
said, “so space is at a premium. By
clearing overcrowded areas and care-
fully reviewing what’s kept, I’ve been
able to liberate space for more im-
portant records.” Davis says she also
saved money by streamlining man-
agement of the magnetic tape archive
with a computerized file system.
“Microfilming in the future is a possi-
bility,” she added.

Oak Ridge & Argonne

Until recently, support of history
projects at Oak Ridge (established
1948) has been weak. “Older re-
searchers want to keep everything
themselves,” says Nancy Taylor, rec-
ords management program super-
visor, “and younger ones are more
interested in looking ahead than get-
ting a historical picture.”

Philip Baker, superintendent of the
ORNL records management and re-
production section, notes that Alan
Needell’s work at ORNL, conducted
from October to May 1978-1979,
spurred interest in history that “be-
fore no one thought much about.”
Baker said the Lab is now screening
applicants for a newly created arch-
ivist position.

Historical work at Argonne (estab-
lished 1946) has been pushed along
for six years by individual efforts
rather than by assigned archivists or
historians. Helen Harman, the re-
tired Argonne News editor, did prelim-
inary legwork collecting information

for a written history of ANL.

About a year and a half ago, an-
other retiree, Don Wood, received
Lab funding to interview remaining
scientists from ANL’s early days.
He’s assembled more than 40 tapes
and has conducted library research
on Argonne’s contribution to physics.

Fermilab

Initiated by then-director Robert
Wilson, Fermilab established a nine-
member history committee, largely of
accelerator physicists in 1977. In
1978 Lillian Hoddeson was hired as
a quarter-time historian/archivist.

Since Fermilab is the newest high-
energy physics facility (1967), its ar-
chival needs are less than LBL’
(1936) or BNL’s (1946). Hoddeson’s
energy therefore goes into other proj-
ects as well as written document man-
agement. “We have a big oral history
program here,” she noted, ‘“with over
fifty hours of tapes.”

The Lab also sponsors several an-
nual lectures on the history of accel-
rator physics. Leading accelerator
physicists are invited to the Lab for
a day and are never let far out of mi-
crophone range. They are interviewed

tory Committee and lecture on their
roles in developing accelerator phys-
ics — all of which is tape recorded.
“Sometimes you get the most useful
bits of information during informal
lunch conversation,” Hoddeson said.

Economic Questions

History programs at most labs live
tenuously. No one opposes them in
principle, but some fear money may
be too tight to sponsor such work,
and that its payback time is too long.

Herb Kinney, special assistant to
BNL’s director, puts the issue this
way: ‘“When it comes to a dollar for
physics versus a dollar for history,
we’d probably spend the dollar for
physics. That’s where the bottom line
comes out.”

Some believe historical work can
be a prudent pursuit. LBL’s Vicki
Davis notes that careful screening and
cataloging of historical records can
pay for itself in saved space and la-
bor. “Such a program’s success,”
Needell says, “relies on the confi-
dence of scientists and administrators
that their historically valuable rec-
ords will be properly cared for. That’s
what we can work for.”

Judy Inman has won countless
awards for her watercolors through-
out the Northeast. She paints a vari-
ety of subjects, but considers the live
model, thought to be the most chal-
lenging of subjects in watercolors, her
first choice.
