5. A single lockout device will achieve a locked-out condition; 

6. The lockout device is under the exclusive control of the Authorized Employee performing the servicing or maintenance; 

7. The servicing or maintenance does not create hazards for other employees; and 

8. The Department/Division, in utilizing this exception, has had no accidents involving the unexpected activation or re-energization of the machine or equipment during servicing or maintenance.
