IMMINENT CLOSURE OF THE  ASL

I have been charged by the RCD Director to inform users of the Analytical Services Laboratory that the date for closure has been set for Friday January 30, 2004.  

In the upcoming week, you are encouraged to begin thinking about how you might  send samples off-site for analysis when  the ASL is finally shut down next Friday. You will probably need to modify Statements of Work (SOWs) and SOPs reflecting the change in analytical lab that is used.  The following information will be of use to you.

Sending Samples Off-site:  

The point-of -contact for samples thought to be radiologically contaminated is Mr. Sam Velazquez  of  Isotopes and Special Material. Radiological samples would  probably require a screening measurement of some kind  to determine if  the material is below the 2 nCi/gm  Rad- threshold level for DOT shipping. The BNL contractor laboratories for  radiological  analyses are General Engineering Labs, Charleston SC  and Severn-Trent Labs, St Louis, MO. 

Samples for non-radiological analysis can be sent off-site to either H2M Labs, Melville LI, General Engineering Labs, Charleston SC  or Severn-Trent Labs, St Louis, MO  via Shipping (Building 100)  if a “Process Knowledge Form” is associated with the BNL COC Form.   

The vendor lab must be contacted by the customer regarding sample containers, sample size and bottle type,  unique for each requested  analysis.  

Samples are physically sent off-site from Shipping Bldg. 100 after process knowledge forms are filled out and rad-survey measurement are made. 

Persons not familiar with filling out a BNL COC Form or where  copies are to be sent,  need to contact Dr. Mary Daum, EIMS Database Manager  for training.

Verification and Validation Functions:  

ASL will no longer perform Verification and Validation (V&V) functions for data packages sent back to BNL from off-site labs (whether ASL remains open or shuts down).  For samples that are sent  off-site for analyses that require and independent V&V of the data package, contact John Burke (x8125) who is US EPA qualified to perform that service.

Pricing and Billing:

Most  BNL Project Managers already know the Vendor Rates as a function of turn-around-times for both rad and non-rad  analyses. Contact either John Burke or Bruce Penn’s Office if that information is not available. Invoices are sent back to John Burke at BNL from the vendor lab after analyses are performed. Contact  John Burke (x8125)  for questions and tracking of invoices.
