Environmental Aspects

The following are the environmental aspects associated with Sampling and monitoring  operations:

a) Groundwater or soil contamination from discharges of improperly managed waste such as groundwater samples and drill spoils.

2) What consequences may result if your operations were to impact the environment (i.e. disciplinary action, loss of permits, shutdown of facility)?

a) Fines or violation.

b) Loss of Community trust.

c) Work time loss due to decontamination and clean up.

d) Disciplinary action.

3) What benefits or positive effects would you notice with improved environmental performance (i.e., reduced disposal costs, improved relationships with regulators and public)?

a) Ensure regulatory compliance.

b) Minimize contamination to waters and soil.

c) Reduced disposal costs.

d) Allay community concerns and restore confidence.

e) Save money for program through pollution prevention, reduced disposal costs, elimination of fines, etc.

Consider:

a) Minimum use of PPE and sampling equipment.
