· Dosimetry and Bioassay: Sample receipt, preparation and analysis, and waste disposal activities have the potential for generation of industrial, hazardous, and mixed waste.

· RAP: Technical support services similar to those described above for Field sampling, survey and analysis, plus waste retrieved from off-site locations. These activities have the potential for generation of hazardous and radioactive waste.
