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	1.  Operation(s):

The Safety and Health Services Division is responsible for a broad range of services that include, but are not limited to, maintaining the Chemical Management System and the Material Safety Data Sheet System, performing safety and health monitoring operations, emergency management assistance and administrative operations.

The significant environmental aspects associated with these operations are:

	2. Activity(ies): Specific activities of these operations that have significant environmental aspects are:

Safety and Health monitoring operations generate waste from instrumentation calibration and safety and health monitoring activities. The environmental activities associated with each are described below: 

· Instrumentation Calibration: The calibration of exposure monitoring equipment requires the use of standard gases. These gases are contained in small pressurized containers. Certain containers are not fully used and must be disposed of as hazardous waste. Batteries are a common waste generated from the equipment that is calibrated.

· Monitoring: Instantaneous grab samples are taken using direct read instruments and colormetric tubes.  Direct read instruments generally do not generate waste however colormetric tubes are discarded after use.
