Why Housekeeping?

• During the last few quarters, Tier 1 Assessments have revealed 
Housekeeping to be the most sited item across the Lab.

• Poor housekeeping may be an indication of a pending serious problem.
• Good housekeeping has its benefits
• Good housekeeping may be an indication of safe behavior, a 

workplace free from some of the direct causes of injuries:
*  Reduce slip, trip, and fall hazards (inside and out)
*  Maintain ingress and egress
*  Leave less to burn
*  Free up space, reduce inventory and clutter
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
