· This operation was deemed to be operating well for risk control.


	Lesson Learned from this Risk Assessment:  

· Assessment defines SHSD role as advisors to ICP and not to enter the exclusion zones.  The SHSD emergency responders need to ensure directions for safe access to the ICP is communicated.  


	Revision History:  Rev1: Added the new role to respond to the CP, but not enter the exclusion zone when hazard is present.  Remove control of Respiratory Protection which the SHSD responder no longer maintain qualification for. Lower the uncontrolled risk of chemical inhalation due to the SHSD personnel at the CP only, not in the exclusion zone. Added controls of “drills and training” when appropriate.

Rev 2:  Risk levels reevaluated and assumed 2 staff personnel for all activities.  SHSD Staff will not enter site so “Enter the exclusion Zone” and “Decontamination” Activites removed.  Added “Assistance to Command” to the activity and added “Physical Hazards at ICP” to Hazards.  Changed Command Post  (CP) to Incident Command Post (ICP).
