2. Have staff with symptoms that decrease their ability to perform assigned tasks or with discomfort that persists when at BNL reported the problem to their Supervisor? 
3. Have Supervisors assisted the worker in obtaining medical evaluation from the Occupational Medicine Clinic (OMC)? 
4. Has an Industrial Hygiene S&H Representative conducted an IAQ evaluation, when necessary?
5. How was the situation resolved or is it still a recurrent issue? Was there follow up with the individuals?
