II.
Detailed Process Descriptions and Waste Determination
This process includes the on-site apartment complex, as managed by the Staff Services Division at BNL.  The apartment complex is used to house visiting researchers, professors, and/or newly hired workers (until they find suitable off-site housing).  Process flow diagram SS-554-APT-01 (Attachment 1) shows the process inputs and outputs for the cafeteria and restaurant.

The apartment complex is comprised of 22 apartment buildings plus 30 cottages, with between 3-16 individual unit per building and a total of 142 apartments (see Attachment 2 for a detailed map).  Building 363 houses coin-operated washers and dryers for use by the apartment dwellers.  Each apartment is equipped with living and sleeping quarters, a kitchen and a washroom.  The number of sleeping quarters is dependent on the size of the apartment, which in turn is dependent upon the needs of the occupants.

All building maintenance functions are conducted by Plant Engineering and, where applicable, are covered by the following PEP’s:
