To identify the laboratory’s response to wildland fires both on and off site.
2.0 Scope

2.1 The Senior Fire Officer in charge shall initiate the Fire Rescue Wildfire Response Plan to the appropriate degree.

Affected Divisions shall implement the Checklist upon notification of a wildland fire.

5.0 Definitions

5.1
Wildland Fire:  (or Brush fire the terms are used synonymously here) any ignition and sustained fire in woodland areas or interface areas.

5.2 Emergency Operations Center (EOC):  Building from which support and coordination with off-site organizations is performed.  Main = Bldg. 599; Alternate = Suffolk County EOC
5.3 Command Post (CP):  Typically, the CP is the Fire Rescue vehicle known as Car 1, but it could be any place designated by the IC.
5.4 Incident Commander (IC):  The fire or police officer who is in charge of the scene at an emergency.  The IC may also be another person as the nature and urgency of the emergency changes.  
5.5 Public Information Officer (PIO):  That member of the emergency response organization who creates and reviews information before it is disseminated.
6.0 Procedure

6.1 The Fire Chief has the overall responsibility that the procedure is followed.  The Chief shall:
6.1.1 Maintain command and control of on-site F/R operations
6.1.2 Distribute the BNL Wildland Response Plan to Suffolk County FireCom and among mutual aid fire departments for radio and site knowledge
6.1.3 Immediately consider overtime and mutual aid needs

The Duty Fire Captain is responsible for:

6.2.1
Reporting to the cognizant Command Post when a brush fire is near the BNL site and BNL is requested to respond
6.2.2
Responding to the mutual aid fire department for requests and updates
6.2.3
Insuring that all firefighters and equipment operate in a safe manner
6.2.4
Initiating a call-in for manpower if needed
6.2.5
Setting up a Command Post, functioning as the initial Incident Commander, and activating the appropriate communications system requesting additional support as needed to the Command Post for on-site fires


6.2.6
Advising Safeguards & Security of any fire situation and confirming the 



location of the fire and Command Post
6.2.7 Categorizing the event

6.2.8 Determining appropriate tactical firefighting considerations

6.3 The Fire Lieutenant is responsible for:

6.3.1
The safety of the crew and proper operation of the equipment

6.3.2 Conducting tactical firefighting
6.3.3 The communication between the fire fighting crew and Suffolk County FireCom, mutual aid department, and Command Post
6.4
The Fire House Watch is responsible for:

6.4.1
Monitoring the Suffolk County fire frequencies for activity in the area

6.4.2
Notifying the Fire Captain and activating appropriate communications systems, when the brush fire index is deemed “Extreme” by Suffolk County.  The status is adjusted daily during brush season (April 1 – November 30) by Suffolk County FireCom.

6.4.3 Monitoring weather and wind direction on site during any brush fire in adjacent fire districts
6.4.4 Making appropriate notifications when the threat from any brush fire in a neighboring fire district may affect BNL operations
6.5
The Manager of Emergency Services shall, for an on-site fire: 

6.5.1
Contact the Crisis Manager/Laboratory Spokesperson on duty and advise whether to open the Emergency Operations Center (EOC)

6.5.1 Check the status of the Science Museum and confirm the safety of occupants

6.5.2 Identify any other tour activity on site and confirm their safety

6.5.3 Identify any other field operations at BNL and bring them in, if appropriate

6.5.4 Consider using the alternate EOC and Command Post (CP) if wind changes.

6.5.5
Divide the Emergency Response Organization (ERO) into 12-hour shifts, if necessary

6.6 The Fire Safety Officer Shall ensure that:

6.6.1 All firefighters and equipment operate in a safe manner and hazardous conditions are reported to the Incident Commander

6.6.2 Rehabilitation functions are employed as necessary (such as fluid replacement to prevent dehydration)

6.6.3 There are emergency medical resources on standby at the scene

6.6.4 Members of the Fire Rescue Group are accounted for

6.7 The Safeguards and Security Division shall:

6.7.1 Secure the area around the Command Post

6.7.2 Secure fire area from vehicular traffic

6.7.3 Detail an officer to the Command Post to assist in police operations and decisions

6.7.4 Contact Suffolk County Police Department for evacuation and traffic assistance – act as liaison with them

6.7.5 Confirm the security of appropriate buildings

6.7.6 Make Plectron announcements as directed by the Crisis Manager

6.7.7 Sound the sirens as directed by the Crisis Manager

6.8 Plant Engineering Division shall:

6.8.1 Run emergency generators as appropriate and consider the need for portable generators

6.8.2 Identify and locate all propane locations down wind for fire risk assessment

6.8.3 Monitor site water supply.  Determine status of water tanks. Start well engines, if needed.

6.8.4 Coordinate with LIPA if there is a 69 kV power line threat

6.8.5 Make firefighters aware of routing of 69 kV lines

6.8.6 Determine impact on LIPA line poles – 138 kV LIPA line runs on BNL firebreak

6.8.7 Isolate overhead power lines as necessary

6.8.8 Contact Site Supervisor at extension 4174 or 4284, or Nextel telephone 872-8988 and consider holding over essential services such as grounds, heavy equipment operators, and electricians for generators and alarm systems and water treatment personnel

6.8.9 Make provisions for refueling of emergency equipment

6.9 The Occupational Medicine Clinic shall:

6.9.1 Identify employees with sensitive medical conditions who may be affected by smoke

6.9.2 Provide medical support if requested

6.10 CEGPA shall:

6.10.1 Broadcast e-mail lab wide advising the BNL population of the situation

6.10.2 Prepare press releases as needed

6.10.3 Brief media as requested – acting as liaison

6.10.4 Brief the Crisis Manager/Laboratory Spokesperson
