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1.0 purpose

The purpose of this procedure is to describe the responsibilities and actions to be taken in the event of the loss of incoming site electrical power, or the anticipated loss of site electrical power.

2.0 SCOPE

3.0 POLICY

3.1 Prerequisites:

3.1.1
There is an anticipated loss of site electrical power

OR

3.1.2 There is an actual loss of site electric al power

3.2 Precautions:

3.2.1
Loss of site electrical power or power to individual buildings housing 
hazardous materials may require declaration of an Operational Emergency.  
Refer to the Emergency Action Level table to determine if conditions are 
satisfied.

5.0 DEFINITIONS
5.1 Crisis Manager (CM):  A senior manager who interacts with the IC and external entities such as government officials and the media. 
5.2 Emergency Operations Center (EOC):  Building from which support and coordination with off-site organizations is performed.  Main = Bldg. 599 Alternate = Suffolk County EOC. 
5.3 Incident Commander (IC):  The fire or police officer who is in charge of the scene at an emergency.  The IC may also be another person as the nature and urgency of the emergency changes.

Tactical Operations Center (TOC):  The emergency facility used by Safeguards and Security personnel to coordinate multiple police and security functions on and off the site. 

6.0 PROCEDURE

6.1 The Emergency Services Division Manager or designee shall: 

6.1.1 Activate the emergency paging system

6.1.2 Order a Plectron announcement made regarding the loss of power

6.1.3 Activate the EOC if needed

6.1.4 Declare an Operational Emergency if the conditions of the Emergency Action Levels are satisfied

6.1.5 Review F&OP-MGMT-230A, “Loss of Power Checklist,” and ensure that each item is being addressed

6.2 The BNL Meteorologist shall:

6.2.1 Report to Building 490 and establish and maintain communications with the EOC if it is activated
6.2.2 Monitor the weather advisories
6.2.3 Maintain contact with the National Weather Service at Upton and obtain up-to-date weather advisories and forecasts
6.2.4 Use the BNL Emergency Paging System to advise of impending weather conditions
6.3 The Safeguards & Security (SE) Manager or designee shall:

6.3.1 Report to the EOC if requested

6.3.2 Ensure that the Tactical Operations Center (TOC) is adequately staffed, if requested

6.3.3 Ensure that additional personnel are called in to augment SE personnel, if required

6.3.4 Ensure that SE personnel are positioned as necessary to maintain traffic safety and site security

6.3.5 Restrict access to the site only to emergency response and essential personnel, if necessary

6.4 The Plant Engineering Division Manager or designee shall:

6.4.1 Report to the EOC if requested

6.4.2 Determine the cause and duration of the power outage, if possible

6.4.3 Ensure that all auxiliary power generators which are required to provide power are functioning properly

6.4.4 Prepare to start the auxiliary generators listed in F&OP-MGMT-230B, “Auxiliary Power Generating Equipment” if needed, on a priority basis as determined by the Crisis Manager (CM)

6.4.5 Position portable generating equipment as deemed necessary and inform the CM

6.4.6 Ensure sufficient personnel are available to support critical operations

Implement EP-MGMT-050, “Storm Preparation”
6.5 The Fire Rescue (F/R) Chief (or Captain) shall:

6.5.1 Assume the role of Incident Commander, if appropriate

6.5.2 Ensure that sufficient personnel are available for F/R response

6.5.3 Implement the Mutual Aid agreement with Suffolk Country if necessary

6.5.4 Determine the priority of all alarms received at the firehouse and respond accordingly

6.5.5 Dispatch personnel as roving patrols if the site fire alarm system fails
