	Fumes due to spraying

	Cold Surfaces

	Cold Temperatures
	Cold ambient temperatures

	Confined Working Area
	Work space is limited

	Damage
	Non-function/broken part(s)

	Dark Area
	Work area with very little or no light source

	Design Flaw
	Engineering issue that does not allow for easy access or maintence

	Dust/Particles in Air
	Work area where dust/foreign particles are excessive in air

	Electrical Hazard
	Injury caused by electrical hazards (shock, etc.)

	Equipment Problem
	Problems with anything machanical (machinery or tools).  Equipment Handling, moving machinery

	Hot Surfaces
	Surfaces that are high in temperature causing burns or frostbite.

	Hot Temperature
	High ambient temperatures

	Icy Surface
	Low temperature (frozen water)

	Legacy Issues
	Unexpected - asbestos, lead, mercury, rad

	Not Applicable
	Environmental conditions does not apply to injury

	Obstacle/Debris
	Obstacles/objects on surfaces which may cause trips

	Poor Maintenance
	Rusted, corroded, jammed, cracked, unpainted, moisture problems

	Protruding Object
	Objects sticking out from places causing unforeseen hazards

	Sharp Object
	Any object with pointy edge that can penetrate the skin

	Slippery Surface
	Slick/smooth surface due to water, wax, or any other material

	Unlevel Ground
	Change in ground level/grade

	Weighted Object
	Object being lifted or moved is too heavy

	Strong winds

	Working From Height
