Opportunities for Improvement Identified:

Cart should be ordered for Biology Main Office to reduce the risk of back injury due to unnecessary lifting of files boxes from office to storage areas (completed).

Ionic Breeze units should be considered for areas of poor air quality.  (Gave one to F. Capasso to pilot since she has animal odor and stale air in her office—if successful will put in S2 or consider for other areas where employees experience discomfort).

Office Tier I should focus on poor lighting, air quality, ergonomics—even if it’s just a matter of questioning occupants.
