Call for Proposals for Technology Maturation funding.

We are now soliciting proposals for the 4th Annual competition for
Technology Maturation Awards.

The deadline for proposals is COB June 10, 2011.



We are now soliciting proposals for Technology Maturation awards that will begin in Fiscal Year 2011 (FY11).  It is anticipated that new TM projects will begin funding in July or August of 2011. 

As in recent years, there will be a single call for proposals for TM funding. The deadline for receipt of proposals for this call is COB June 10, 2011. As requested in the PIQ, proposals should identify potential follow-on sponsors and likelihood of funding, assuming the proposed project is successful. 



Program Description

The purpose of the Technology Maturation (TM) Program is to facilitate the transfer of technology from BNL to the private sector.  The TM program is intended to:

· Fund late-stage research that can be transferred to a partner at the end of the funding period. 

· Result in successful transfer of technology to the private sector. 

· Encourage collaborations across Directorates and Departments. 

· Track the productivity and success of funded proposals. 

· Not be used as a way to support unfunded investigators. 

· Stop support when alternate funding sources are developed, or when the project is complete.  



Program Structure

The program has two submission categories, proposals requesting less than $50,000 or of six (6) to nine (9) months duration and all other proposals.  All proposals use the same PIQ.

Proposals Requesting funds for 6 to 9 month projects or Less Than $50,000

Proposals are solicited for review and a TM Commercial Selection Committee reviews the proposals. Selected Proposers will be notified and will give an oral presentation of their project to the Full Selection Committee (see below).
All Other Proposals 

Proposals are solicited for review and approval and a TM Commercial Selection Committee reviews the proposals to select those for further review.  With the assistance of the PIs, members of the Office of Technology Commercialization and Partnerships will create Business Cases for the selected proposals.  The Commercial Selection Committee forwards the proposals and Business Cases to members of a Full Selection Committee for its review.  The Full Selection Committee will decide whether to recommend funding after reviewing the packages and hearing oral presentations of the selected proposals


Progress Reports
Awardees are expected to provide progress reports bi-annually in writing and to orally present their progress once annually.
