	[bookmark: _GoBack]Overview:  NY State has issued a travel advisory for individuals entering New York State.  Individuals who have traveled from a state or country designated as having significant community spread must quarantine for 14 days from the last date of travel from within such designated state or country. 

This form will be used to request exemption from quarantine when coming to BNL or returning to BNL from a designated state or country.   

The following categories of individuals subject to the exemptions include:
· BNL staff returning from travel of identified quarantine states;
· BNL staff returning from foreign travel;
· Vendors, contractors, and users arriving from identified quarantine states or countries; and 
· Foreign visitors, contractors, and users meeting the U.S. National Interest Exceptions criteria.

Exemptions for Short and Medium Term essential workers are required to follow the NYS COVID-19 Travel Advisory guidelines: https://coronavirus.health.ny.gov/covid-19-travel-advisory.

All travelers from designated states must complete the NYS travel health form upon entering NYS.  https://forms.ny.gov/s3/Welcome-to-New-York-State-Traveler-Health-Form

For Long Term essential workers; those staying in New York for a period of greater than 36 hours;  
· If the essential worker is Non-Mission Critical – must quarantine 14 days

· If the essential worker is Mission Critical – Diagnostic testing for COVID-19 within 24 hours of arrival and quarantine offsite.  When negative results are provided to OMC site access will be granted. 

BNL will use the following definitions for Mission-Critical, on-site work. Failure to fulfill the designated work may result in serious impact on the mission of the Laboratory.  Mission-Critical work will have one or more of the following characteristics:
· Necessary to perform critical duties related to the protection of life and property;
· Specifically required by statute or prime contract;
· Required for the inspection of systems or equipment if those systems or equipment are integral to security, safety, or proper functioning of the mission; and
· Work (including travel when approved) related to the BNL Mission Essential Functions directly supporting the Primary Mission Essential Functions and National Essential Functions, as defined in DOE O 150.1A, Continuity Programs.  

The request for the use of the exemption from quarantine for essential workers requires approval from Brookhaven National Laboratory (BNL) to ensure the following: 
1) appropriate identification of the BNL essential work in accordance with the BNL Resumption of Operations Plan (ROOP); 
2) appropriate use of the exemption by BNL vendors/sub-contractors where as BNL is the sponsor for such work; 
3) adherence to the NYS requirements by the vendor/sub-contractor essential worker(s) to follow for the short, medium, or long-term duration requirements while in NY State; and 
4) risk-based controls are in place at the BNL workplace in accordance with the ROOP to prevent community spread of the virus.  

BNL’s decision to allow BNL vendors/sub-contractors to use the NY State exception will be based on the necessity of the work, risk, and controls of the work at BNL.  

Exemptions for extraordinary circumstances require approval by the NY State Commissioner of Public Health.
