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ST Hazard Information Placards
Emergency Hazard Placard. 
Hazard Information Placards (HIPs) are posted outside labs & shops and provide information such as area contacts and potential hazards.  Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) required for entry to the space is identified on the HIP. All workers should review the contents of the placard and obey the requirements.  

The assigned Cognizant Space Manager is responsible to maintain the HIPs up-to-date, and the Principal Investigator & staff must notify the CSM of any changes, such as the addition/deletion of hazards of ESRs, etc. The HIPs are placed in the plastic holder at the lab/shop entrance.
