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The SBMS Subject Area: Environment, Safety, Health and Quality (Tier I) Inspections is the document providing the guidelines for these required Inspections.  The purpose is to provide a safe and healthy environment for all employees, guests and visitors, and an avenue for identification of concerns. 
ST conducts inspections of all laboratory areas and provides data as requested to Safety & Health Services on a quarterly basis.  A team is identified, and typically consists of the ES&H Coordinator, S&H Rep., ECR, Space Manager(s) and DOE Facility Rep.  Space Managers may conduct the Inspections provided an OSHA-Trained staff member leads.  SMEs and supervisors may also participate.  ST conducts annual Tier I Inspections of offices/common areas.  The Team typically consists of the ESH Coordinator, S&H Rep, Space Manager and DOE Facility Rep.  
Reports will be generated indicating deficiencies and the building Research Space Manager forwards all issues to the responsible person/organization for action.  The Tier I reports reside in the Research Operations’ database. All deficiencies noted will be tracked until corrected. Their status is updated in the database.
