Chicago, Feb, 5 (Ul)=~-
The National safety Coun-
cil reported today that
1949 accidents inflicted
disabling injuries on one
out of every sixteen per-
sons in the United States
and cost the nation $7,2005
000,000, Lastyear's acci=
dents killed 91,000 per-
sons and injured 9,400,000,
but the council said that
the deaths were 3 per cent
less than 1948, The over=-
all accidental death rate
in 1949 was the lowest on
record, 6§.2 per 100,000

population, the council
said.

The economic losses
from accidents included

wages lost, medical ex-
penses, production delays,
and property damage from
traffic accidents and fires.

Deaths in all types of
accidents fell, compared
with 1948, Traffic acci-
dents were the No, 1 kill-
er, taking 31,500 lives.
Mishaps in the home
came next, with 30,500
fatalities,

Luft 111, in Nazi Germany
