THE UNITED STATES ATOMIC ENERGY COMMISSION 
BROOKHAVEN AREA OFFICE 

The Atomic Energy Commission was established by the Atomic Energy Act 

of 1946. The Act has the objectives of making the maximum contribution to 

the common defense and security as well as providing that the development, 

use and control of atomic energy shall be directed to promote world peace, 

improve the general welfare, increase the standard of living and strengthen 

competition in private enterprise. 

The Commission is composed of five members, one designated as Chairman, 

who are appointed by the President with Senate concurrence. The General 

Manager, appointed by the Commissioners, discharges administrative and 

executive functions. He is assisted in these details by several Assistant General 

Managers. The Assistant General Manager for Research and Industrial Devel- 

opment, who is the one most concerned with the BNL Program, coordinates 

and directs the activities of the Headquarters Divisions of Biology and Medi- 

cine, Reactor Development, Research, and the Ofice of Isotopes Development. 

The Headquarters’ functions are decentralized by the establishment of 12 

Operations Offices throughout the United States. These offices are responsible 

for such programs as production of source and special nuclear materials, 

weapons development, basic and applied nuclear research and reactor devel- 

opment. Also assigned to various Operations Offices is the administration of 

the contracts for seven major research and development installations. In the 

case of BNL, the contract with Associated Universities, Inc. is administered by 

the Brookhaven Area Of&e working under the New York Operations Office. 

The importance of the Brookhaven program and the magnitude of the Labo- 

ratory’s operation can be measured somewhat by the fact that the Govern- 

ment has invested over $250,000,000 in construction and operation at BNL 

since the inception of this contract. 

The Brookhaven Area Office was activated in August of 1946 under the 

direction of Mr. E.L. Van Horn, the present Area Manager. Approximately 360 

Camp Upton employees were taken over by the Area Office after Upton was 

selected as a site. (Continued on Page 2) 
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BROOKHAVEN AEC (cont’d) 

In March 1947 the responsibility for the operation of the site was transferred 

from the AEC to AUI along with many of the operating and maintenance per- 

sonnel presently employed by the Laboratory. Under the direction of the Area 

Manager, the functions of the office are carried out in four divisions, Budget 

and Finance, Operations, Engineering and Construction, and Security. 

The small staff of the Area Office has made possible the development of a 

close working relationship with the Brookhaven Laboratory Management 

which in turn has resulted in the cooperative spirit necessary for the full reali- 

zation of the objectives of Brookhaven.

THE RED AND THE BLACK, a widely ac- 
claimed French film, is the next attrac- 
tion at the BERA Summer Film Festival.

This film was awarded the Grand 
Prix of the Academic du Cinema, 1954.

This high-powered screen trans- 
lation of Stendhal’s searching and 
cynical romance is a visually stimulating 
show.

He is 
never allowed to forget his humble ori- 
gins, however; after many insults to his 

pride he attempts to strike back at the 
world.
