“Potemkin’' is universally considered
to be one of the most important films in
the history of the silent cinemao and is re-
garded by many as the greatest work
Eisenstein produced. It brought to the
attention of the world a powerful dis-
play of Eisenstein's theories of cinema
art: his emphasis on montage, his stress
of intellectual contact, and his treatment
of the mass instead of the individual as
protagonist. "‘Potemkin’ is based on an
incident which occurred on the ship,
Prince Potemkin, during the 1905 upris-
ing. The sailors themselves and the peo-
ple of Odessa were used as actors.
