
GRANT MANAGEMENT (or Pass-Thru)
As a result of recent funding patterns, it has become an occasional practice for DOE and other agencies to use National Laboratories to oversee segments of project work performed by others.  There appears to be two methods to this approach.  In both cases the funding agency or some responsible coordinating group directs how much each specific involved institution will receive and what work scope each involved institution is responsible for.  In either case the Laboratory project manager does not serve in a role with direct control of the work performed by other institutions; therefore, the transaction is not considered a typical subcontract.  Since work at the Laboratory in support of these funds is limited, the Disclosure Statement has been modified to include Grants Management.

In those instances where the funding agency has directed the Laboratory in official guidance letters to pass on a specific amount of funds to a designated institution, no material burden or G&A will be applied.  Since no procurement activities are involved, the specified funds will be considered as pass-thru funds that are already identified as exempt from material burden and G&A.   

In cases when funding for other institutions is received at BNL for which BNL has been identified as the coordinator for the funding agency but does not select the source or determine the scope of work and the subcontracted scope of work is not part of BNL’s deliverable, a procurement document is required authorizing the transfer of funds to the other institutions.  In these instances, the cost for actual effort expended by the procurement division will be direct charged to the project.  Only the direct costs associated with the procurement will be burdened with the total G&A rate.  The direct funds will be exempt from G&A.

Any pool cost recovered by direct charging will be credited to the pool in which they were incurred.

Budget Office approval will be required for any funding to be handled under grant management.  Appropriate coding and/or accounts will be used to provide necessary oversight of the projects for grant management.   
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
