

LARIAT II Superconducting Magnets – Operational Readiness Review – G. Ganetis  11/20/2018
[bookmark: _GoBack]The review consisted of the following:
1. The operations manual has been reviewed and it has been found to be complete. It covers appropriate electrical safety requirements. It also has the required steps for powering the two superconducting magnets. 
2. The power supplies are properly wired to the magnet loads. The power supply chassis are correctly grounded. The terminals on the power supplies are correctly covered.
3. The power supply rack has the correctly sized AC power installed for the power supplies and the rack is grounded.
4. The two magnets are correctly grounded. The quench protection devices of the two solenoids were reviewed and found to be appropriate for this superconducting magnet. The quench protection devices on the magnet terminals are in place. The magnet terminals were covered. The magnet terminal covers are correctly labeled.  
5. The cabling for the magnets between the power supply rack and the magnets meets all operational requirements.
The LARIAT II superconducting magnets system is found to be ready for operations.
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
