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Goals of the 2001 Run—an Introduction


From our meeting at Kyoto in October 2000, we have proposed and succeeded in scheduling


--a 2 week AGS run to work on the polarization, with a goal of >50% at the RHIC injection energy


--3 weeks of proton-proton commissioning in RHIC with polarization commissioning included


--5 weeks of pp collisions at 
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=200 GeV, which includes heavy ion calibration running, all with polarized protons.


At this meeting we want to discuss the machine status and planning for the polarized run; we want to develop a combined plan and goals for the 5 weeks of spin physics (here, since we will not have spin rotators for this run, STAR, Phenix, and pp2pp are coupled with the polarization either vertical or in the horizontal plane for everyone); and we want to discuss our ideas and plans for local polarimetry at STAR and Phenix, in preparation for the following year (2002/3) of running with spin rotators.
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
