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ALL WORK IS PLANNED, in accordance with BNL’s Work Planning and Control for Experiments and Operations Subject Area.  Key to a good ES&H Program is identifying the hazards, risks and controls during the planning phase and ensuring workers are aware of them. 
The primary means utilized in ST is the Experimental Safety Review (ESR).  We use the Lab’s web-based ESR Form (https://ias.bnl.gov/esr/ESRList.aspx). The Lead Experimenter or Responsible Person notifies the ST Experimental Review Coordinator (ERC) of any new experiments or modifications to existing experiments. As per the Subject Area the ST Experimental Safety Review Team conducts reviews of new ESRs, as well as annual reviews of existing ones.   Additional subject matter experts may be appointed as needed. The Research Operations Office provides copies of ESRs in the areas where the work is performed. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]A Work Permit (WP) is typically used for work of a shorter duration, such as setting up an experiment, installation/maintenance of equipment, or a short field study associated with an existing ESR.  The responsible Person/Work requestor contacts the ST Work Control Manager or an ST Building Work Control Coordinator who facilitates a review utilizing the Work Permit.  The work, depending on the risk and complexity may be work permit planned work, prescribed work, or worker planned work.  
Prescribed work relies on work documents such as Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs, Contractor Health & Safety Plans. Some work may require a combination of the processes.  For example, an Experimental Safety Review may also have an associated Work Permit to cover assembly of the experimental equipment, and an SOP for operation of equipment.
