3. Proposal Development: The proposal should be drafted using the Feasibility and Proof of Concept Information Questionnaire (POCPIQ).   Proposals that do not follow the POCPIQ format will be rejected.  It is strongly recommended that you contact a member of Office of Technology Commercialization and Partnerships (OTCP) before filling out the POCPIQ.
